Statement Guidance

The DEI Statement for full-time, regular
staff at the director-level or above
should be a one-page document
explaining the applicant’s experiences
with and commitments to diversity,
equity, and inclusion with a focus on
one or more of the following:

Experiences working with
diverse populations; 
Previous activities engaged in
related to mentoring
members of
underrepresented groups in
an inclusive working
environment;
Exploration of how, as a staff
member, one might
contribute to achieving goals
outlined in the University’s
Strategic Diversity and
Inclusion Plan;
Exploration of how, as a staff
member, one might
contribute to working to build
and sustain an equitable and
inclusive work environment
where diversity is celebrated
and valued;
Explanation of previous work
and/or life experiences that
would enable the applicant to
assist in advancing the
University’s Strategic Diversity
and Inclusion Plan.
